AMENDED STANDING ORDER GRANTING IFP STATUS TO PARTIES REPRESENTED BY AN ATTORNEY
ON BEHALF OF A CIVIL LEGAL SERVICES PROGRAM

Any party in a civil action filed in the Second Judicial District who is represented by an attorney on behalf of a civil legal services program or a volunteer attorney program based on indigency, shall be granted In Forma Pauperis (IFP) status upon the attorney filing an affidavit stating (a) the nature of the action or defense, (b) a belief that the client is entitled to redress,
(c) that the client is financially unable to pay the fees, costs and security for costs, and (d) the action is not frivolous.
2. In Forma Pauperis (IFP) status granted under this order expires one year from the date of the filing of the attorney’s affidavit, unless otherwise amended or altered by the court. The applicant shall reapply if the applicant seeks to request a fee waiver after the one-year period.
3. This order is effective until vacated or modified.
